1. Set up notebook with heading and title (Energy).  Use observation skills to observe todays weather then draw a picture of the weather in your notebook.  Have students label their drawings. Discuss ways that they dressed today because of the weather.
2. True/False Nature’s Weather Forecasters.  Read each statement aloud and have students guess their answer.  Discuss ways in which animals respond because of the weather.   
3. Then/Now T chart in notebook.  Have students write down what the weather was like “then” (last time they were in the garden) and “now” then write descriptions of various plants/things that have changed because of the weather.  For example Then: Fall blooming aster was covered in purple flowers.  Now: No flowers, seeds, leaves turning brown  Then discuss ways the garden responds because of the weather.
